Integrated Service Centre for Children and Youth was held on
21st May 2005 at the Open Plaza of City One.

This new I[ntegrated Service Centre for Children and
Youth located at Shatin City One was being transformed from
the previous children and youth centre which had operated
since 1989, Supported by the Social Welfare Department, the
new Centre provides diversified services 1o children and youth
residing in City One, Yue Shing and Wong Uk:

In response to the welfare's development towards service
integration, the Centre received aver 54,800,000 from the
Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust and the Lotteries
Fund to carry out its modernization programme. This has
given the Centre a new look with many modern facilities o
provide & more suitable environment for the personal
development of our members. On the same day, the Van
Zuiden Charity Trust also donated a 18-seater van for
transporting the Centre's disabled members, helping to expand
their social circles and facilitate their integration into the
COMMmUIty,

place for able-bodied and disabled children and
youth, as well as their parents. o make friends,
develop their potentials and a sense of beélongings
to the Centre.
